We are a Primary School no 7 of Erazm from Rotterdam in Poznan which is one of the biggest cities in Poland. We often call ourselves “seven” because 7 is the  number of our school. We have about 500 cheerful pupils (aged 7-12) and two nursery classes (aged 6). We also have sport classes such as handball and basketball. All our students learn English and really enjoy it! Our teaching staff is full of ideas and eager to exchange teaching experience. Our students and teachers are open for all kinds of possibilities to find out more about other cultures, traditions and educational systems so we try to organise a lot of school projects and take part in both  Polish and international activities.


Systematically our teachers and students publish a school newspaper  “Echo Siódemki”.


We start our lessons at 8:00 am and finish at about 3:25 pm. We attend lessons 5 days a week. Saturdays and Sundays are free. Lessons lasts 45 minutes. On average, in one class there are 20 students. 


In 1985 the school was named Erazm from Rotterdam. Three years later, we received a beautiful banner and opened the Patron's Chamber where we gathered dozens of pupils' works about life in Holland in the XVI century and in the present time.
